Day Four, Sunday, May 12th, 2024   (B,D) 
Today we will visit the home of George Washington at the beautiful Mount Vernon. 
Explore the mansion and grounds of our first president. After our fun day of exploration, 
we will check into our hotel and then depart to have dinner at the Pentagon City Mall 
then have a exciting guided nighttime Illumination Tour of the most famous Washing-
ton D.C. monuments.

Day Five, Monday, May 13th, 2024   (B,D) 
We will start this morning with a  hot breakfast and then a solitary wreath presentation 
at Arlington National Cemetery, where we will pay our respects to our fallen heroes and 
tour the grounds.  We will spend the remainder of the day touring the  fabulous Smith-
sonian Museums.
